
Establishing Saudi Aramco - Iwatani Emergency LPGas Emergency Relief Program

Iwatani and Saudi Arabia Oil Company (Saudi Aramco) jointly founded Saudi Aramco-Iwatani Emergency LPGas 
Emergency Relief Program on April 1, 2009. This program distributes portable gas and cooking stoves free of charge as 
emergency aid goods to affected areas in the event of a serious natural disaster in Japan. The amount invested is roughly 
100 million yen on a 50-50 basis. Both portable gas and cooking stoves are aid items required immediately in affected 
area where lifelines are disrupted. When a large-scale natural disaster occurs, emergency aid money will be sent from 
the fund in line with requests from the disaster countermeasures office in the affected municipality. If appropriate, 
however, this program may send money based on its own decisions, irrespective of requests from affected areas.

“NHK Symphony Orchestra”: Iwatani supports their activities.

“Marui Gas Emergency Taskforce” 

“Marui Gas Emergency Taskforce” can be mobilized immediately, anywhere nationwide, to carry out LPG restoration 
work, inspection of gas appliances and gas leaks in the event of earthquakes and other disasters caused for example, by 
earthquake, wind and flood. An emergency disaster prevention network has been established by Iwatani LP gas dealers, 
with 3,000 qualified staff members in 10 regional blocks nationwide. When the 2004 Chuetsu Earthquake in Niigata 
occurred, Marui Gas Emergency Taskforce in the Kanto region and Metropolitan area went to the affected areas, and 
contributed to reestablishing lifelines while securing safety and completely restoring LPG in 1,960 households. October 22 
is the Marui Gas Disaster Drill Day, with nationwide drills, based mainly on field exercises, being carried out annually.

Free distribution of carbon monoxide alarms to kitchens of restaurants and school catering services

Iwatani Group LPG outlet stores have been providing free carbon monoxide alarms to commercial kitchens 
of our LPG customers since April 2009. Prior to this, the Iwatani Group had urged consumers to ventilate 
while (inspecting or) using appliances or inspect the appliances in advance. with flames, and recommended 
the installation of alarms that can detect carbon monoxide. We are implementing free distribution of alarms 
to prevent accidents. This is the first initiative of this sort in the LPG industry. We visited various facilities 
to check the use of a gas appliance with carbon monoxide detector and alarm for business use, the 
XC-404EG. Installation of the alarm in all our customers’ facilities within FY2009 is planned.Carbon monoxide detector and alarm for business use,

Internal audits of EMS are carried out twice yearly for all units in the company. Any non-conformities found are dealt with immediately. In 
FY 2008, they were carried out in August and February, and no major non-conformities were found. In December 2008, a re-certification audit 
of ISO14001 was carried out by the High Pressure Gas Safety Institute of Japan, and we were assessed as effectively running the EMS.

Thorough compliance by affiliated companies with environmental laws and regulations

For our affiliated companies which have not acquired ISO certification, we conduct onsite assessments and point out items requiring 
improvement in order to enhance levels of compliance with environmental laws and regulations. Assessment is made in accordance 
with priorities determined after studying the environmental impact of each company. In FY 2008, assessment and guidance were 
provided for 3 business operations. We continue to carry out assessments and guidance in FY 2009 to ensure Group-wide compliance.

Iwatani is engaged in environmental activities throughout companies in the group. To further improve results, 
we are reinforcing the organization and systems in an effort to enhance employees’ awareness.
As a result we were able to achieve steady results in FY 2008.

Green procurement

EU directives regulating chemical substances, such as RoHS, ELV and REACH, are 
applied to all products sold in Europe, including those exported from Japan. There-
fore, manufacturers doing business in the European market must examine the 
records of components and raw materials used, and stringently control purchased 
materials so that finished products do not include any chemical substances 
restricted by regulations. (Green procurement)
Iwatani also examines substances with a potential environmental burden in the 
goods supplied to us so that we can meet the requirements demanded by our 
customers, such as the Sony Green Partner Standards. At the same time, we carry 
out green procurement from suppliers, and provide our customers with quality 
assurance and certificates for the non-use of environmentally harmful substances, 
thus contributing to a greener supply chain.

Quality assurance

Iwatani is a gas manufacturer as well as a trading company, and pays utmost attention to 
the quality of gases we ship as our own products. In order to assure the purity of gases 
required by our customers, the Product Department and Safety & Environment Depart-
ment collaborate to establish a quality assurance system. In implementing the system, 
with industrial gases for example, the Technology Development Department [Shiga 
Technology Center] supports the Safety & Environment Department [Product Safety], 
which is responsible for the quality assurance of industrial gases, through analytical work 
(analysis of various gases, instructions for gas analysis, and the selection of analysis 
equipment).
The air separate gas manufacturers in the Iwatani Group have acquired ISO9001, the 
international standard for quality management, and have established a high level quality 
control system, thereby preventing the infiltration of environmentally harmful substances.

Cooperation with customers and suppliers is also important for environment-
conscious business activities. Iwatani is striving in the area of supply chain 
management such as green procurement and quality assurance.

Supply Chain Management System

Target reduction setting for CO2 emitted in the context of logistics

Iwatani, designated to the specified consigner according to the Act concerning the 
Rational Use of Energy in FY2006*, has strived to improve the efficiency in freight 
transportation consigned to cargo carriers, both inside and outside the group, by 
merging/abolishing existing logistics centers, using transportation means generat-
ing reduced environmental burdens and eco-driving.

The transportation sector accounts for over 20% of total CO2 emissions in 
Japan, making it essential to reduce their emissions. Iwatani also strives 
to reduce environmental burdens from logistics on a group-wide basis.
